There are many types of flowering plant that grow
in woodlands. Some grow from bulbs, such as
snowdrops and bluebells.

Others grow from seeds, such as foxgloves and
wood anemones.

As well as trees, woodlands are habitats for a

wide range of animals and plants. The woodland
habitat provides everything the animals and plants
need to survive, including water, air, food and
shelter. Woodlands are also important to people

as they provide clean air, building materials and a
place to spend leisure time. Don’t forget! Never eat anything you find in the woodland.
